Autoweek reports that a new MG sports car is
taking shape and, according to sources, will
almost certainly go into production.

“The Mazda Miata is a very nice car and suc-
cessful, but probably it would have been more
successful with an MG badge on the front.”
according to the managing director of Rover.

The MG EX95 has an aluminum and plastic
body with conventional front-engine, rear-drive
chassis powered by a turbocharged version of
the Honda 2.5 liter V6 power plant. Other
designs/configurations are also under considera-
tion.

Introduction is possible as early as 1993 with a
price tag of around $20,000.
